The income test provides common eligibility criteria across the province, and is based on
family income alone. The sliding scale income test is designed as follows:

- Families in receipt of subsidy with adjusted income up to $20,000 are fully subsidized; and
- Parental contribution toward the cost of child care for subsidized families is calculated at 10% of adjusted
income over $20,000 plus 20% of adjusted income over $40,000.
